Empty Deserts

In the 19th century Americans from the eastern states moved out west to settle in the rich new lands along the Pacific coast. The most difficult part of their trip was crossing the “Great American Desert in the western part of the United States by horse and wagon.

The western desert can be very dangerous. There is little water and there are few trees. But the desert also has scenery of great beauty. Tall towers of red and yellow stone rise sharply from the flat sandy valley floor. The scene has been photographed many times and appears in movies and in TV.

In Arizona, man made dams(大坝) across the Colorado River have made two large lakes in the middle of the dry desert country. At Lake Powell, the red stone arch（弓形结构） of Rainbow Bridge rises high above the blue lake.

There are few roads. Many areas of Lake Powell’s shore can only be reached by boat or on foot. But hikers in this empty desert land sometimes find very old native American pictures, painted on the rocks.

In Death Valley, California, the summer temperature rises to 130 degrees. There is less than two inches of rain each year. Death Valley is the lowest place in America—— 925 meters below sea level. In the 1800s, many travelers died when they tried to cross this waterless valley in the terrible heat.

     Although the desert is dry and seems empty, there is plenty of life if you look closely. Small insects, snakes and rats have learned how to live in the desert heat. They live under ground and come out at night, when it is cool. Plants such as cacti need very little water.  When it does rain in the desert (sometimes only once or twice a year), plants grow quickly, and flowers open in a single day. For a short time, the desert is covered with brilliant colors.

Japanese doctors have used thin sheets of tissue(肌肉组织)from people’s cheeks repair damaged corneas（角膜）．A team from Osaka University transplanted thin layers of cheek cells onto the eyes of four patients with a rare and painful eye condition，reports BBC online．Patients whose vision had been cloudy could see well afterwards，and the“new corneas”remained clear more than a year after the operation．
Doctors can also take cells from a healthy eye and grow them in a dish to produce a new cornea，or they can transplant corneas from donors（捐献者）．But these techniques may not work when both eyes are too badly damaged by accident or disease．
The team hope their work may help solve the problem and lead to other types of grow－your－own tissue transplants．The cornea is the clear layer of cells on the surface of the eye．It can be damaged by trauma（外伤）or by a range of diseases．
The team worked with four patients who had a painful condition that causes cloudy corneas and dry eyes．Often the eye can regenerate(再生) cornea cells but none of the four patients had this ability．The researchers took a 3 mm－wide square of tissue from inside the mouth（cheeks）and grew it into a thin layer in the lab．They used a special low temperature technique to separate a very thin sheet off each batch．They then laid that onto the patient’s eye．The cell layers stuck onto the eye and developed into tissue that looked and acted like a healthy cornea．
However，long－term follow－up and experience with a large series of patients is needed to assess the benefits and risks this method．Yet，“it does offer the potential（潜能）of treating severe eye diseases that are resistant to standard approaches，”said the head of the research，Kohji Nishida．
